Unable to find accommodation? 

Tips and tricks: 

- Spread the word! Tell your fellow students that you are looking for accommodation – perhaps they 

can get you in contact with someone who has a spare room.  

 

- Use your social (media) network. Post on Facebook and Instagram that you are looking for a room 

and ask your followers to like and share your posts. Also join facebook groups such as ‘zoekt een 

kamer in Amsterdam’  or ‘kamer gezocht in Amsterdam’.
